 (Expectations of the PASS player)


► Training is mandatory during the season.  PASS soccer should be a sporting priority for you.

● Arrive and be ready at least 10 minutes before training.  Pay attention to your coach at practice.  Do not be disruptive to other players who are there to learn and improve their skills.



● Players MUST call their coach if they cannot attend training.  Please do this at least 24 hours 


before scheduled training time. (Emergencies, 1 hour)

● PASS t-shirts should be worn when possible at training sessions.  PASS t-shirts are given to players who attend Team Camp. These can also be purchased for $10 if ordered from Camp director prior to camp due date. Training T-shirts can also be ordered on the Team Gazelle website www.gazellesports.com with your team login password.



● Players must have soccer socks worn over their shin guards at all times.  



● No hats or jewelry are allowed during practice or games.



● Player must bring water or sports drink to every training session and game.



● Player must bring an inflated soccer ball to every training session and game.


► Take responsibility for being at all games.



● Follow coaches instructions on arrival times for all games. (Allow extra time for away games)



● Follow coaches guidelines on game preparation, including eating and curfew if necessary.



● Dress in full uniform for all games. Bring both jersey colors to all games and tournaments.



● Shake hands with teammates, opponents, and coaches after the game.


► PASS players show respect at all times for coaches, parents, officials, and teammates.

► PASS players do not use foul language or demonstrate unsportsmanlike behavior at anytime while representing PASS Soccer Club. 

► Report any personal issues, concerns and injuries, to your coach right away.  The coach needs 
to know what is wrong with his/her players.

► Players “guest playing” for other teams during the season must get permission from your PASS coach first. Player cards are the property of PASS and permission must be sought to use them.

► Spend time outside of your weekly practice sessions playing soccer, and working on your skills.


Your coach has the discretion to reduce/limit playing time for violation of any of these rules.

PARENT Code of Conduct
 (Expectations of the PASS parent)

► Parents are strongly encouraged to attend all games, and to support their child’s team in a positive manner.
► Parents are expected to get their child to practices and games ON TIME.


● It is difficult for coaches to conduct practices or prepare for games when players continue to show up late.

● If your child will be late, or, will not be able to attend a practice or game, please notify the coach least 24 hours prior to the scheduled training time.  In cases of an emergency, 1 hour notification would be appreciated.

► Parents are expected to be on time to pick up players.  The coach is required to wait with players until they are picked up and many of the coaches have other activities to attend to.

►All player fees for the year should be paid at registration night unless prior arrangements are made with the PASS treasurer.  Player cards will not be issued if fees are overdue, resulting in players not being able to participate in the game.
► Parents are to remain positive at all times.  You, as well as your player, are representing PASS FC.


● Criticizing referees or opposing players/coaches during a game is highly unacceptable.


● Support your coach and refrain from criticism during games and practices.  


● do not “coach” the players during games or practices.  Many times it contradicts the coaches instructions and 
players get confused.  Positive encouragement is appreciated!

●Constructively discuss concerns about the coach, players, or club policy first with the coach, then if needed, 
with the board of directors.


● Please refrain from discussing concerns with team managers or other parents.  Many parents have known this 
to create an unsatisfactory atmosphere for their children and themselves.


●In addition, parents should refrain from making negative comments in front of any players, as they may carry 
that attitude onto the soccer field.

►Your team manager is a VOLUNTEER.  Please be prompt in turning in all requested paperwork, fees, etc, and treat her/him with respect.  

► Volunteer to help with team and club duties. GET INVOLVED!  This helps “your club” to become a better one.
► Help to care for the fields used by PASS.  


● Dispose of trash after practices and games and help maintain the soccer fields.

●If nets or goals need repair before games, please volunteer to help the coach prepare for a safe environment for players to play in.

► FAILURE TO FOLLOW THE ABOVE RULES COULD RESULT IN YOUR SON/DAUGTER’S REMOVAL FROM THE TEAM.  PLEASE BE RESPECTFUL OF THESE RULES AT ALL TIMES.
